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BUS SAFETY 
 Did you know? A school bus traveling at only 30 km needs 18 meters before coming to a full stop.  The bus will travel 6 meters on average while the driver perceives the needs to stop, another 6 m to react and yet another 6 m for braking distance.

Did you know?  While students are loading and unloading it is the most dangerous time.  80% of all school bus related fatalities occur when students are loading or unloading the school bus. In 2009 – 2010 in Canada alone there were 18 children that were killed, 6 by their own bus, and 4 by passing motorists.  

With this information please remember the following:

· Never walk between parked buses

· Never approach a moving bus, wait till it is completely stopped.

· Students should never be dropped off street side at the school

· If a school bus is maneuvering around your vehicle, please remain in the vehicle until the entire bus is completely passed.
