Dear Parents,
On Tuesday, September 21, 2010 a student was dropped off in the bus loading zone (driver’s side rear door).  As a bus departed the bus lane, the child was nearly struck.  This matter was brought to the attention of First Student Bussing and the Leduc RCMP.  Later that evening, Notre Dame Administration shared this incident at the PANDA meeting.
Subsequently we’ve had meetings with First Student Bussing, Leduc RCMP, and our Leduc Community Peace Officers to discuss safety when students are being dropped off and picked up at Notre Dame School.  Yesterday, our Community Peace Officers started handing out tickets for the following violations:
· Illegal U-Turns
· Ignoring flashing red lights on the buses
· Parking in front of residential driveways
· Parking illegally on corners
· Parking too close to crosswalks
· Passing in the wrong lane
From these meetings we are implementing “NEW” procedures to ensure your children are safe:
1. Please do not pick up or drop off in the bus lane between the hours of 8:00 am – 9:00 am.  As well, between 2:00 pm - 4:00 pm.
2. When dropping off your children, please do so before or after the bus zone or on adjacent side streets.  This may result in a short walk to the school.
3. Please do not use the “Staff Parking Lot” for pick-up or drop-off at any time.  With our increase in staff, all parking stalls are now occupied.  Even when a stall may be vacant, we have part-time staff entering at different times.  This area is Reserved Parking Only.  These signs will be up soon indicating cars parked illegally will be tagged and towed.
